To build on our success, Common Ground will be expanding
its organizing staff from 1 1/2 to 3 positions over the next year. To accomplish this we have launched
a Friends of Common Ground campaign to raise $300,000 in seed money over the next three years.
Eventually these new organizers will be funded by the dues of current and future Common Ground
member institutions.
